The land is situated along the Llanishen to Llangovan 
road on the fringe of the village of Llanishen which is 
about 8 miles from both Chepstow and Monmouth.

Five areas of pasture / amenity land with buildings 
enjoying panoramic views over Central 
Monmouthshire towards the Brecon Beacons and the 
Black Mountains.  The whole extends to about 14.22 
acres and is for sale in 5 lots. 
 
Lot 1 – About 3.88 acres with 2 bay pole barn and 
lean to measuring about 30ft x 27ft overall with 
enclosed area to front (outlined light blue on sale 
plan).
